What Altrincham’s reading

Village sleuths
After all the doom and gloom 
of the past weeks it has been a joy 
to read such a light-hearted and 
thoroughly entertaining book, the 
debut from Pointless co-presenter 
Richard Osman.

Th e Th ursday Murder Club 
is a group of four residents of a 
retirement village in Kent. Th ey 
meet every week to try to solve 
cold criminal cases that have 
baffl  ed the police, but when the 
murder of a local developer takes 
place nearby they bring all the 
wealth of their past experiences 
and complementing skills into 
fi nding out who did it. 

Elizabeth is a past spy/
intelligence offi  cer, Joyce was 
a nurse, Ibrahim, a retired 
psychiatrist, and Ron, who had 
obviously had an ‘interesting’ past. 
Th ey manage to bring into their 

investigations a bored young PC, 
and then her boss. Th e story moves 
at a fast pace, with unexpected 
twists and turns, until all sorts of 
past deeds come to light, including 
a couple more murders to solve. 
Joyce’s diary provides one of 
the two narratives, and is quite 
revealing, but the other is from a 
general point of view. Both styles 
develop the characters into three-
dimensional people.

Richard’s style is witty and 
eloquent, as you might expect 
from such a wordsmith. His 
development of all the characters 
is very clever, and there is never a 
dull moment throughout the book. 

I can guarantee that you will 
not be able to put this book down, 
and I recommend it without 
reservation. I hope that Richard is 
considering a sequel!

A tale of fi rst love
Upon realising the glaring 
Shakespearean parallels that 
this book is riddled with, I was 
concerned. Concerned that it 
would be yet another unnecessary 
‘twist’ on a classic play; I could not 
have been more wrong. 

Sweet Sorrow perfectly 
encapsulates the tiredness of having 
a depressed parent, the intensity of 
a fi rst love, and the yearning for a 
past memory, a past life. 

Th e Lewis family were “poor 
but happy, but not that happy” 
as eloquently described by the 
protagonist Charlie’s mother. 
Th ough this book tackles a 
variety of issues in a somewhat 
abstract fashion, I found the 
familial diffi  culties the most subtly 
encompassing.

Despite only just completing his 
GCSEs, Charlie spends his nights 

running a scratch card scam to 
relieve his father’s debt. He then 
learns the art of Shakespeare with 
people richer and posher than he 
could ever be during the day, yet 
another class-like commentary 
that makes this book a winner. 

Whilst battling with his 
hormones, his nervousness and 
his undying love for a girl, Charlie 
is constantly acutely aware of his 
father’s depression, his distant 
mother and his detached sister; 
and more importantly, what this 
means for him now, days before 
his wedding. 

A book about what could have 
been, what should have been and 
what never was, this reminiscent 
story is about much more that a 
complicated girl using art to uplift  
an uncomfortable boy, and I could 
not recommend it enough.

Suite dreams
There are some decidedly unpleasant 
portmanteaus in the English language. 
‘Infotainment’ is one. ‘Chillax’ is 
defi nitely another. ‘Athleisure’ deserves a 
mention. But one of the most inelegant 
of the lot must surely be ‘aparthotel’. 
We’d much rather stay in a hotment, no?

Still, the name is not holding 
aparthotels back. Indeed, they’re the 
fastest-growing segment of the UK’s 
hospitality accommodation market, 
and for anyone who has tried to squeeze 
more than one child into a typical family 
hotel room, it’s not hard to see why.

Th e 17-storey, CitySuites bills itself 
as Manchester’s only luxury aparthotel, 
but technically is part of the regenerated 
Greengate area of Salford. Th ere can be 
few better examples of the regeneration 
of the city centre: in only a few years, 
these 13 hectares of vacant and fairly 
grotty land have been transformed into a 
smart and unrecognisable urban quarter.

Aft er a contactless check-in process 
designed specifi cally for Covid-19 times, 

we ascended to our 13th-fl oor one-bed 
apartment that had enough room for 
two adults, two children and a baby. 
Th e glorious view over Manchester 
Cathedral and Exchange Square 
reinforced the impression that you are 
within touching distance of the shopping 
and entertainment heart of the city, and 
certainly on August Bank Holiday Sunday, 
when we visited, CitySuites had proved a 
draw for many twentysomething couples. 
On a weeknight, these apartments – 
with Nespresso coff ee machine, oven, 
washing machine and dishwasher all 
included in each kitchen – would work 
just as well for business workers seeking 
additional space. Th ere’s a decent-sized 
pool and jacuzzi on the ground fl oor, 
too, as well as a newly-opened restaurant, 
Embankment Kitchen.

A further 147 apartments are already 
in the pipeline with a CitySuites 2 scheme 
elsewhere in Greengate. Aparthotels are 
evidently the future – let’s hope that 
cities are too.
