Temporary Payment System Outage 
 
Beginning Monday, February 2, at 6:00 p.m. through February 3, the City will experience a 
temporary outage affecting payments processed through the City’s online payment portal. 
Service is expected to be restored by the morning of Wednesday, February 4. 
 
During this outage, both online and in-person payments for the following services will be 
unavailable: 
 

• Utility billing 
• City-collected taxes 
• Municipal Court citations 

 
If you have automatic payments scheduled during this timeframe, no action is needed, but 
we recommend confirming that your payment processed successfully once service is 
restored.

Mountain Pine Beetle Outbreak 
 
Jefferson County and beyond have seen a surge of MPB (Mountain Pine Beetle) this year 
attributed to warm temperatures and drought conditions. This can be a devastating pest 
concern for mountain communities with dense forested stands of native pines.  
 
While pine trees are less abundant in town and tend to be more spaced out, they are still 
susceptible to attack--especially Ponderosa Pines. Your number one defense is keeping 
your trees watered and healthy.

Free Radon Test Kits Available  
 
In partnership with Jefferson County Public Health, the City of Golden is giving away 25 
radon test kits to Golden residents during the month of January as part of the City's 
Healthy Housing Initiative. These kits will be available at City Hall (911 10th Street) on a 
first-come, first-serve basis.  
  
Radon is a naturally occurring invisible, odorless gas that comes from the breakdown of 
uranium in soil, rock, and water. About 50% of homes in Colorado have high radon levels. 
In Colorado, living in a home with average levels of radon is like having 200 chest x-rays 
every year. Testing for radon is easy and fixing the problem is relatively inexpensive. Learn 
more about radon on the CDPHE website.

You can drop off your tree at the collection site located at The Splash, 3151 Illinois 
St.,through January 26, from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. daily. 
 
To participate, please ensure your tree meets the following guidelines:  
 

• Remove all ornaments, hardware, strings of lights, and tinsel.  
• Only live Christmas trees will be accepted.  
• Wreaths, tree branches, trash bags, or other wood materials will not be 

accepted.  
 
The collected trees will be turned into mulch, which will be available for free pickup at a 
later date at the public site on 11th St., just west of the Clear Creek History Park.
