You a r e  by now aware o f  the  dec i s ion  by the  Bureau o f  Land Management no t  t o  inc lude 
p a r t  o f  the  Juniper Forest  i n  F r a n k l i n  County i n  the  Wilderness Study Area as we have de- 
s i red .  We have pro tes ted  t h i s  dec i s ion  and a re  now awai t ing  response from Wi l l i am Leave l l ,  
BLM D i  r e c t o r  f o r ,  the  Sta te  o f  Washington. 

Wilderness des ignat ion  alone would no t  have adequately p ro tec ted  t h i s  unique ecosystem, 
as on l y  one t h i r d  o f  the  area i s  roadless and thus q u a l i f i e s  as wi lderness.  The r e s t  o f  the 
Juniper  Forest  i s  the  s i t e  o f  the  most p roduct ive  rap to r  nes t ing  and i s  much less  protected.  
Cur ren t l y  the  BLM i s  conduct ing i t s  land-use p lanning phase f o r  a l l  the  p u b l i c  land i t  
manages i n  Washington. We a re  seeking your i npu t  dur ing  t h i s  important process t o  secure 
some form o f  meaningful p r o t e c t i o n  f o r  the  h a b i t a t  found, i n  Washington, on ly  i n  the  Juniper

Fores t  . 

The Friends o f  the Juniper Forest  a r e  recommending t h a t  the  e n t i r e  area be c l a s s i f i e d  
as an Area o f  C r i t i c a l  Environmental Concern (ACEC) , w i t h  the  7800 acre  roadless area 
designated as a Wilderness Area. We a r e  u rg ing  the  BLM t o  cont inue i t s  e f f o r t s  t o  conso l i -  
da te  i t s  hold ings here v i a  land exchanges and w i l l i n g  s e l l e r  purchases from adjacent  land- 
owners. We wish t o  p r o t e c t  the  ecosystem which i s  now se r ious l y  threatened by increasing 
o f f - r o a d  v e h i c l e  a c t i v i t y .  The Council on Environmental Q u a l i t y  has termed ORV a c t i v i t y  
as among the  most ser ious land-use problems today. Almost w i thou t  except ion, every study 
o f  t h e  e f f e c t s  o f  ORVs on b i r d s  and o the r  ver tebra tes  reveals s i g n i f i c a n t  negat ive impacts, 
such as decreased numbers, d i v e r s i t y  and nes t ing  success. The Juniper  Fores t  does no t  
deserve t o  become a sandpi le,  devoid o f  n a t i v e  f l o r a  and r i c h l y  d i ve rse  w i l d l i f e .  Ferru- 
ginous hawks have been found t o  requ i re  a one-mile rad ius  "no-man's land" around t h e i r  nest 
t o  prevent nest abandonment. We a re  v i t a l l y  concerned t h a t  the  attempts t o  c rea te  an ORV 
park a t  the  Juniper Forest w i l l  r e s u l t  i n  the  co l l apse  o f  t h i s  f r a g i l e - d e s e r t  ecosystem, 
one o f  the  ten  most unique h a b i t a t s  i n  Washington. We a r e  adamant t h a t  - NO ORV a c t i v i t y  be 
a l lowed a t  the  Juniper Forest .

The land-use p lan  must a l s o  deal w i t h  o the r  uses such as o i l  and gas exp lo ra t i on  (our 1 p o s i t i o n  i s  aga ins t  e i t h e r )  ; grazing (we support j ud i c ious  and s e l e c t i v e  graz ing  permits) ; 
f i r e  p r o t e c t i o n  (we support 1 i m i  ted f i r e  suppression) ; camping (no t  i n  the enclosure) ; 1 specimencollection(regulated). T h e a r e a s h o u l d b e f e n c e d a n d p a t r o l l e d t o p r o h i b i t  

I unauthorized, d e s t r u c t i v e  a c t i v i t i e s .

By March 15,  1981, the  BLM a n t i c i p a t e s  making i t s  recommendations. Please w r i t e  t o  

them and l e t  them know t h a t  "mu1 t i p l e  use" w i  1 1  mean c e r t a i n  death f o r  t h i s  area. Here i s  
t h e  address :
