The snow was excellent with a firm base and fresh powder, and we made the top of
the ridge then skied to a point above Granite Pass.

In the
open areas the trail was hard to find, but we skied through many nice slopes.

As we lost altitude later in the afternoon the snow became wet and heavy and thexre
were some difficult sections in the woods where route finding was also a bit of a problem.
When we reached the road a little farther down the ridge we were able to make good time
on corn snow. Although the snow was wet, it was firm, and it was a fast, easy ski to
the Fish Creek Road.

The weather was warm and beautiful and we had excellent views from along the top-
of Granite Ridge. Skiing was excellent except for the short section of difficult
snow conditions. :
