HOODOO PASS - April 21-22 

Beverly Chin, Art Gidal, Dan Weinstein, and Wayne Hecker l e f t  Missoula a t  
8 a.m. Saturday and arrived at the Heart Lake Trailhead a t  10 a.m. f o r  the ski t r i p  
to  Hoodoo Pass, about 25 miles south of Superior, Montana on the Idaho-Montana border. 

The road to the pass from Superior is  graveled and ms in good shape except that 
it was in the process of being plowed. We were able to  drive to the Heart Lake trail- 
head but had some diff icul ty with the l a s t  mile due to snow and ice. 

We l e f t  the trailhead a t  10 a.m. and skied up the trail on the l e f t  side of the 
creek. We crossed several. tributary streams on snowbridges. The t r a i l  to the lake 
is 3 miles and there i s  some difficulty i n  following it i n  the winter as it i s  not 
well marked. 

We arrived a t  Heart Lake a t  noon and se t  up camp at the outlet  of the lake and 
a te  lunch. We watched several snowslides come down off the mck wall at the head of 
the lake. The day was quite w a r m  and the top four inches of snow were very soft. 
Snow depth at the lake ms about six feet ,  

After lunch we skied up t o  P e e  Lake and then above it to  the top of the ridge 
thaA separates Montana and Idaho. The view from there was excellent. We didn't  stay 
on the ridge a s  long as we wanted to a s  there were some clouds and snow moving in f r o m  
the west. W e  skied back down the same way we went up and had some excellent tele- 
mar- i n  the soft  snow. Almost the whole ridge had a gigantic cornice so we  were 
only able -&o get on and off it from the one route. 

Back at camp we ate  dinner and went fo r  another short tour before dark. It 
started raining a f t e r  dark and turned to snow by morn ing .  We awoke to  a spring 
blizzani which became intermittent with periods of sun the res t  of the moang.  We 
were  surprised the tent stood, considering the stmng gusts of wind dm- the night. 

After breakfast we went for a short toup and got in some good turns. We then 
broke camp and had an excellent mn back to the car which took about one hour. 

Skiing at Hoodoo Pass should be good for  a t  leas t  another month.

Even with no-wax skiis, 
ropes o r  climbing skins  were essen t i a l  due t o  the  i c y  conditions. 

B%%er eat ing lunch a t  t h e  saddle jus t  below the summit, we skied to the  highest 
point  i n  the  Bi t t e r roo t s ,  10,157 f e e t .  The weather was unsett led,  but  cleared p a r t i a l l y  
several  t w e s  t o  allow a f a i r l y  good view of  the surrounding peaks. 

We s ta r t ed  down about noon on exci t ing  snow and i c e ,  yielding to sun-softened 
snow f a r t h e r  down. We arr ived back a t  t h e  car  a t  about 34 30 p.m. An excellent  t r i p l -
