A s  a r e su l t  of  a hasty discussion Friday evening, Art Gidel and pmspective 
new member Tom Sutton climbed McDonald Peak on Saturday, June 2. The route is the 
c lass ic  snow couloir so spectacular1y prominent from Highway 93 just  north of 
St .  Ignatfus. To minimize ava&che and mck fa l l  danger, and still do the climb 
i n  one day, we got an early s t a r t  fmm the McDonald Lake trai lhead (5 a .m .) . After 
walking several miles along the t r a i l  ne-bushwacked south in to  the canyon leading 
to the permanent snowffeld a t  the base of West McDonald Peak. The headwall a t  5200 ft. 
is  bast surmounted by scrambling up the slabs on the l e f t  side o f  the southeramost 
creek. The snow nas firm with an icy crust ,  mSLking f o r  superb cramponing. Snow 
slopes vary fmm 10-65 degrres. Avalanche and mck f a l l  danger could be severe i n  
warmer conditions; a helmet is probably- worth its weight. 

W e  enjoyed a perfect view and our second lunch a t  noon on the summit (9,820 f t . ) .  
Waiting an bu r  o r  more f o r  the snow t o  soften, we glissaded to the 7,000 f t .  level .  
We reached the pazking area a t  6 p.m. with high s p i r i t s  but very sore fee t .  This 
is a strenuous t r i p  with 6,200 f e e t  elevation gain.
