1 cup vegetable ell. 
4 eggs, beaten 
2/3 cup water 
2 cups masked canned pumpkin 
1 or 1 cup ra is ins  
or 1 cup nuts 

% cups pre-sifted f lour  
lz tsp. salt 
1 tsp, nutmeg 
2 tsp. baking soda 
1 %spa cinammon- 
3 cups sugar 

-- Preheat oven to 350' Fa G~aise aand flour three x 4$ x 2* l oa f  pans. 
- Combineoil,eggs,wker,pumpkin. S i f t t o g e t h e r f l o u r ,  salt,nutmeg,baki-lg 

soda, cinnamon and sugar. Make a w e l l  in center of drJ ingredients and add 
pumpkin rnixbure and blend (don't beat) until cbry ingredients are moistened. Stir 
i n  raisins and nuts. Rrrn into preparad pans and bake i n  preheated oven about 
one hour,
