A r t  Gidel,  John Pierce and Dave Pengelly l e f t  Missoula at 8:00 Saturday 
moMling and drove t o  the  access road t o  the  Trapper Peak t r d l h e a d  south of 
Darby. We were able  t o  d r ive  only one-half mile of the  seven miles of road t o  
the  trdqlhead,  s o  our t r i p  w a s  lengthened somewhat over o r ig ina l  expectations.
