'-- W c h  14 and 15, Joe Khotek, Carla Green, Rob Wogsland ventured t o  the L i t t l e  S t .  
Joe cabin; good weather, poor snow conditions; walked about half way, went t o  the 
top sun. * * * * * * *  
On Saturday, W c h  28, 1987, Ralph Flockerzi, A r t  Gidel , and I (Steve Niday) l e f t  
Missoula at 4:00 p.m. and arrived a t  the Sundance bdge  around 7:00 p.m. Peter 
Dayton joined us l a t e  that  night. It offers roans, cabins, meals, bar, and other 
services, mst of the year; ca l l  for  more information. The Lodge is approximately 
150 miles fran Kssoula via  1-90 t~ W a r m  Springs, then southerly on Highway 274 to  
State Highway 43 and the Big Hole River, then four miles upriver t o  Labilarche Creek 
and about four miles up a privately-maintained d i r t  road. 
Sunday mrning we drove up Highway 43 t o  the county mintained road a t  Fishtrap 
Creek, o p p s i t e  the Fishtrap Fishing Access. About 2% miles up this road a t  the end, 
there is a mrking ranch owned by Earnest Bacon, who we made prior arrangements with 
t o  park our car (elev. 6050'). We headed off t o  the NW with a clear sky and -=OF. 
tenrperature and intersected the t r a i l  up the Middle Fork Fishtrap Creek a t  the top 
of a clearcut (elev. 6300'). There is a road a t  t h i s  point that  comes up Calvert 
Creek, but it was not maintained t h i s  winter. We followed the t r d i l  up t o  around 
7700', then headed directly toward the south ridge of E. Goat Peak and up th i s  to

sparse near the bottom, shallow, and generally well consolidated. The horizontal 
distance one way is about 99 - 10 miles. We arrived back a t  the car a t  sunset a 
little t i red  and sunburned but satisfied. The views frm the top were great in a l l  
directions, andwe reere able to  identify some of the peaks i n  the Bittermot Range.
