Mount Saint Helens Trip: Anybody interested in climbing Mount St. Hefens and 
touring the crater, probably sometime between late February (when the days get a bit 
longer) and early April, is invited to contact Peter Dayton, 728-8101. The Park Service 
finally began to allow people to climb the mountain last Hay, but the crater and the 
zone to the north of it will remain closed except when there is snow on the ground. - 
This winter will be the first time that members of the public have been allowed in the 
crater. It should be quite a trip'- the crater'walls are cliffs about two thousand feet 
high, and the lava dome is presently about 900 feet high. The trip should take five 
(possibly four) days from start to finish, and would involve two nights of camping on 
the mountain. (Subject to cancellation in case of volcanic eruption). 

TRIP REPORTS 

Hoodoo Pass. December 20. On Saturday, December 20, Carol Anderson, ~everly Chin, 
Peter Dayton, Bret Doucett, Ralph Flockerzi, Art Gidel, Dave Pengelly, Wayne Hecker, 
Martha Yale, and two other people engaged in a little laid-back skiing at Hoodoo Pass, 
which is in the Great Burn area south of Superior. After piling all eleven people into 
Wayne's pickup, we were able to drive to within five miles of the pass. Most of the 
group spent the afternoon telemarking on an open slope about half a mile from the pass, 
but a few people went up to the pass itself. There was about 1.5 feet of great powder, 
and skiing was excellent. - Peter Dayton. 

Boulder Peak, December 27, 1987: On December 27, Steve Niday and Dave Pengelhy 
skied and hiked to the s m i t  ofSBoulder Peak (9804 feet), which is southwest of Darby. 
Since last year's trip was aborted due to a small avalanche on the ridge between Boulder 
Point and Boulder Peak, we decided to try a more direct route. We left the highway at 
the West Fork Ranger Station and took the Forest Service Road to the 5840 point on the 
ridge south of Ward Creek. From there we skied straight up ' the ridgeline to a high 
point (8000+ feet) at the northwest end of Ward Creek. From there we dropped into the 
basin below where we started the avalanche last year. This year's snow conditions are 
much more stable than last year's; We found a fair route out of the basin onto the 
ridge whilch forms the southeast ridge of Boulder Peak. From that point on it is a 
simple ski/hike to the summit. We reached the top at 2:30, and were back at the vehicle 
by 4:30 (p.m., not a.m.!). The snow was great on north exposures but crusted on south 
exposures. 

For future reference, someone might want to consider a trip that takes advantage of. 
the large open south flank of Boulder Peak. On a clear day like we had, the views to 
the-west and north are spectacular. - Dave Pengelly

The menu was turkey (Art and 
Bev), baked pota toes  with b u t t e r  and sour cream (Ralph), tossed sa lad with dressing 
( B i l l ) ,  cranberr ies  (Martha), chocolate mouse cake and cheese cake (Wayne), and wine 
(Carol) ; -Etalph Flockerzi  

S c a ~ e ~ o a t  Mountain, January 1-2, 1988: To s t a r t  the New Year off r i gh t ,  Steve Niday 
and Dave Pengelly sk i i ed  i n to  t h e  Scapegoat Wilderness Area and climbed Scapegoat 
Mountain. We l e f t  Missoula e a r l y  on New Year's Day and drove t o  Benchmark. There 
wasn't much snow, only about s i x  inches a t  the  t r a i lhead .  W e  l e f t  the  c a r  a t  10:45 a.m. 
and skied up t h e  S t r a igh t  Creek T ra i l .  Snowmobiles had packed t he  f i r s t  m i l e ,  bu t  a f t e r  
t h a t  t h e  only t r a cks  - w e  saw w e r e  made by wi ld l i fe .  Although the  t r a i l  is primari ly 
through heavy timber, w e  got  occasional glimpses of t he  surrounding mountains. W e  w e r e  
ab le  t o  average about 2.5 m i l e s  pe r  hour, breaking t r a i l  i n  ro ta t ion.  W e  a r r ived a t  t he  
Green Fork Guard S ta t ion ,  which is about 10.5 miles from t h e  t ra i lhead ,  around 2:30 
p.m. Rather than s k i  any f a r t he r  with our f u l l  packs, w e  decided t o  camp near the  
s t a t i o n  and -(o go f a r t h e r  t h e  next  day. On January 2nd w e  go t  s t a r t ed  by daylight  and 
headed up Green Pork Creek. The t r a i l  was f a i r l y  obvious f o r  t h e ' f i r s t  couple of 
miles. Then it heads up the  creek bottom, which has been burned, and w e  l o s t  it f o r  the  . 

remainder of t h e  t r i p .  After  2.5 m i l e s  of bushwacking up t h e  creek bottom and through 
heavy timber, w e  took off  our s k i s  and scrambled up through t h e  headwall a t  t h e  head of 
Green Fork Creek. This headwall is p a r t  of the  nor theas t  f ace  of Scapegoat Mountain, 
which extends f o r  seven o r  more m i l e s ,  presenting a spectacular  view from below. The 
Halfmoon Park area ,  which is j u s t  e a s t  of Green Fork Creek, is reputed t o  be  one of the  
most beau t i fu l  in  a l l  of t he  Bob Marshall/Scapegoat complex. Once w e  got  above the  

i; headwall, w e  l e f t  our s k i s  and walked t h e  remaining 1300 v e r t i c a l  f e e t  t o  t he  sunrmit, 
which is a t  9202 f e e t .  Except f o r  a few places ,  t he  top was blown bare. Judging by the  
wind we had on top,  it would p r e t t y  d i f f i c u l t  f o r  any snow t o  even h i t  t he  ground, much 
less s t i ck .  After  a b r ie f  s top f o r  photos, w e  scurr ied  down t o  our s k i s ,  s l i d  down 
through the headwall, and skied back t o  our camp. Since w e  ar r ived so  ea r ly ,  2:45 p.m., 
w e  decided t o  pack up and head out .  With a t r a i l  broken, w e  w e r e  ab le  t o  s k i  out  the  
10.5 miles i n  2.5 hours, a r r iv ing  a t  t h e  c a r  by dark. After  a s top i n  Augusta f o r  
dinner and a c a l l  home so w e  wouldn't supr i se  our families,  w e  made it home by 10:00 p.m.  

This t r i p  would probably be  b e t t e r  i n  the  spring,  when t he  snow is a b i t  more 
consolidated and t h e  temperatures a r e  a b i t  warmer. To somebody t h a t  wanted t o  do the  
s k i  but  no t  t h e  climb, a t r i p  over t o  Halfmoon Park would undoubtedly be nice.  - Dave
