This 
upper section was small and pretty rocky in places; although it is pretty, I would not 
recommend it unless there is plenty of water in the river. We beat the crap out of the 
canoes in this stretch. As soon as we got to Camp Baker the river doubled in size and 
we had no more water (or rock, depending on your point of view) problems. The scenery 
was as always terrific, and the water interesting. After the first two days the weather 
was great. We saw quite a variety of animals, including a bear swimming the river. -
