Swan Front Trlps, Julz 16 and Au;_st 6, We took two real nice: trips in the Swan
Range ‘this summer .~ Good sized groups .showed up for both trips. On the first trip we
toured Ptarmigan Point, Pta armigan Peak, and Qolverine Peak, which are on the front south
of Holland Lake. These mountains can’ be reached by bushwacking up any of the spur
ridges to the north-south main ridge. There is great scenery : from on top, with
occasional scrambllng and a few hundred feet of . up-and—down as you traverse from one
peak to the next. The Holland Peak area -is my favorite area in the Swans so far. We
first bushwacked up a spur ridge and crossed a bowl to get to Buck Peak a scenic
pyramid about a mile south of Holland Peak. This climb involved a bit of scrambllng
Half the group. then headed north up an easy. rldge and traversed some - 1arge slabs above a
cliff to climb Holland Peak. The rest of  the group swung around to Upper Rumble Lake
and lolled around. We then went down the trail from the lakes-and back to the cars.” If
you want to c¢limb Buck Peak, this trail is really the easiest way to get to it. - Peter
Dayton.
