TRIP REPORTS 

Bear Peak, triarch 18, Bare Peak (not B e a r  Peak) is the  next ridge south of Boulder 
Peak, and two ridges south of Trapper Peak, and is located southwest of Darby i n  the  
Bit terroots .  It is an undulating r idge several  miles long, and t h e  point  marked a s  Bare 
Peak on the map is ac tua l ly  not  t h e  highest  point  on the  ridge. Hobody i n  the  club has 

-l sk i ied  this r idge  t o  our knowledge, so Steve Niday led Owen Cox, Peter  Dayton, and Dave 
Pengelly dorm t o  check it out. The weather was sunny and qu i t e  warm, and the  snow was 
fading f a s t  down low. W e  hiked f o r  qu i t e  a ways before put t ing on our sk is .  Up higher I 

we encountered n i f t y  spring snow conditions and excel lent  scenery. After reaching the 



first major point, a poll of the participants disclosed an uncharacteristic lack of 
ambition, so we headed out. There are a number of open slopes off this ridge that , 
provide good telemarking opportunities, and tlie ridge out has fairly open trees and. a 
gently angle, This is a ridge worth exploring further. The snow conditions had become 
pretty mshy from the heat of the sun, and as we descended we found ourselves skiing . 

desperately down intermittent patches of spring snow surrounded by grass and rocks. 
Eventually it was no longer humanly possible to ski any further, so we all took off our 
boards and- walked the rest of the way- down, except for steve, who skied all of the way 
to the car.
