South Fork of the Salmon. Idaho. June 11. The South Fork of the Salmon River is located east of McCall, Idaho, and flows north into the "River 
of No Return" section of the Salmon.

The 72 mile section between 
Whitebird, Idaho, on the Salmon, and Heller Bar, Oregon, on the Snake, is mostly roadless, and offers easy whitewater, great scenery, plenty of 
camping spots, and very tasty rattlesnakes. Mike Worral, his friend Jim from Colorado, Lisa Hallenbeck, and Peter Dayton did a four-day self- 
contained kayak trip on this section. At the first camp, while I was off hiking, a rattlesnake could not be dissuaded from joining Mike, Lisa, and 
Jim in camp, so they terminated it with extreme prejudice, using my kayak paddle.
