Mny 18, Sunday, East St. Mazy Peak. Snowshoe t r i p  t o  East St. Mary's Peak (9425 f e e t ) ,  which 
is i n  t h e  Mission Mountains near St.  Ignatius. The f i r s t  portion of t h e  route w i l l  go up a 
steep and heavily-forested slope u n t i l  the  t r ee l ine  is  reached. From there,  hopefully, it w i l l  
be a beautiful  snow-covered and windswept ridge t o  the  peak. Call  Dan Chisholm at  542-1266 for  
more information. 

May 24-26, Saturday-Monday, Trapper Peak. Three-day ski/snowshoe t r i p  over t h e  Memorial Day 
weekend t o  Trapper Peak (10,157 f e e t ) ,  which is southwest of Darby and t h e  tallest peak i n  the  
Bitterroots. The route w i l l  begin with some road and/or o f f - t r a i l  ski ing u n t i l  t h e  trai lhead 
is reached, then t h e  t r a i l  w i l l  be followed through moderate backcountry ter ra in .  There w i l l  
probably be ex t ra  time on t h e  second day t o  explore for  possible routes on t h e  north and east  
s ides of Trapper Peak. This is a moderately strenuous t r i p  and endurance and winter camping 
skills are required.

June 1, Sunday, St.  Joseph Peak. Snowshoe/ski t r i p  t o  St.  Joseph Peak (9587 f e e t )  which is i n  
t h e  Bi t ter roots  north of Bass Creek. The f i r s t  portion of t h e  t r i p  follows a t r a i l ,  then the  
route goes o f f - t r a i l ,  up a ridge d i rec t ly  t o  the  peak. One option is  f o r  individuals t o  stay 
on t h e  t r a i l ,  continue t o  Bass Lake and meet up with the  rest of t h e  group on t h e  way down.

June 8, Sunday, St. M a r y  Peak. Ski t r i p  t o  S t .  Mary Peak (9351 f e e t )  which is i n  the  
Bit terroots  w e s t  of Stevensville. Hopefully, w e  w i l l  be able t o  drive most of t h e  way up the  
road and not have t o  s k i  much of it. From the  t ra i lhead t o  t h e  peak, t h e  route goes through 
moderate backcountry t e r r a i n  with gentle slopes and widely spaced trees. Call  Gerald Olbu a t
